God’s Law Given to Moses

Introduction

In beginning of our study of the Law of Moses we must first consider that in the modern
world today there is a paradox surrounding the Old Testament Laws. There seems to be
two distinct attitudes towards the Law of Moses, known as the Torah to the Jews and the
Law or Commandments of God to the Christians. Most Christian churches today teach
that the Law of Moses has been abolished, or nailed to the cross, by the New Testament.
If this were so then why did Jesus, the Messiah say in Matthew 19:177 “And He said to
him, "Why are you asking Me about what is good? There is only One who is good; but if
you wish to enter into life, keep the commandments."

On the other hand the Jews reject Jesus as the Messiah, and in many respects have
down away with the Law of Moses, although they claim to obey it. The Jewish nation has
abolished the law by changing it. They have replaced the authority of God with their
authority of each generation of Rabbis, and their man made traditions.

To discover the truth amid these two viewpoints we must define the Torah, the Law of
God, and what its true relationship is to man.

The Torah
Law is translated in the Old Testament as Torah. The Encyclopedia Judaica says of this.
The root of the word Torah means to teach. (Leviticus 10:11) Use of the word Torah then
means "teaching," "doctrine," or "instruction."” To use the word as commonly accepted law
would give the wrong impression of its true meaning. Torah is used in several different
ways but its underlying idea is teaching to all of its meanings.

Ancient traditions state that the Torah existed in Heaven before the world was created.
The pre-eminence of the Word of God (the Logos) is in relationship with the Torah. In the
gospel of John we read, “In the beginning was the Word (Logos), and the Word (Logos)
was with God, and the Word (Logos) was God. He was in the beginning with God.”

The Gesenius Hebrew Lexicon defines Torah as “instruction, doctrine (Job 22:22) —
"Please receive instruction from His mouth And establish His words in your heart."
Prov.1:8 "Hear, my son, your father's instruction And do not forsake your mother's
teaching;" (a) human, as that of parents, (b) divine through prophets, Isa.1:10 "Hear the
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word of the LORD, You rulers of Sodom; Give ear to the instruction of our God, You
people of Gomorrah.”

The word Torah is defined in Vine’s Dictionary of Old and New Testament Words, occurs
220 times in the Old Testament as “law; direction; instruction.” God gave to Moses and
the Israelites “instruction” and became known as “the law” or “direction” and frequently
known as “the Law of the Lord.” Psalms 119:1 “How blessed are those whose way is
blameless, Who walk in the law of the LORD.” The study of and teaching of the Law was
the charge of the priest and their jurisprudence was based upon, the "law." (Jeremiah
18:18)

In the latter days of Judah apostasy was rampant and there were no teaching priests. (2
Chron.15:3) There was a call of repentance by the prophets of Israel for them to return to
the Torah. (Isaiah 1:10) The prophet Jeremiah spoke of a New Covenant in which God’s
Law would be internalized and God’s people would willingly obey Him. Malachi
challenged God’s people to remember the ‘law’ of Moses in preparation for the coming
Messiah. (Malachi 4:4)

The Torah is found in the first five books of the Bible and was written by Moses. It was
God Almighty who gave the law to Moses and the Israelite people. God told the children
of Israel they were privileged to have His just law. “Or what great nation is there that has
statutes and judgments as righteous as this whole law which | am setting before you
today?” (Deuteronomy 4:8)

What is our connection to the Torah in the present times? Did the death of Jesus on the
cross abolish the Torah? Is God’s Law still reverent in this age of high technology? The
people of the world and God’s people have never been faithful to God’s Word by
observing and obeying the Torah, the Law of God, for any great length of time. Through
the ages there has always been rampant apostasy.

Generations after generation have gone astray, as the hearts of men have never attuned
to the obedience of God'’s law. It has been the same since the beginning as it is now in
the end times. In the book of Judges we can see repeatedly how the Israelites neglected
observing the Torah and turned to false gods. The Israelites many times faced
punishment for their apostasy until they cried out once again to God. God is faithful and
when the spirit of men is humbled He will intervene and send a savior. The judges in the
book of Judges were men of heroic action in their obedience to God.

The cycle continues to this very day as it has from the beginning. “Now the Spirit of God
came on Azariah the son of Oded, and he went out to meet Asa and said to him, "Listen
to me, Asa, and all Judah and Benjamin: the LORD is with you when you are with Him.
And if you seek Him, He will let you find Him; but if you forsake Him, He will forsake you.
"For many days Israel was without the true God and without a teaching priest and without
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law.”But in their distress they turned to the LORD God of Israel, and they sought Him,
and He let them find Him. "In those times there was no peace to him who went out or to
him who came in, for many disturbances afflicted all the inhabitants of the lands.”Nation
was crushed by nation, and city by city, for God troubled them with every kind of distress.
(2 Chronicles 15:1-6) Is this not as it is today?

The words of the prophet Isaiah speak to us today. “Alas, sinful nation, People weighed
down with iniquity, Offspring of evildoers, Sons who act corruptly! They have abandoned
the LORD, They have despised the Holy One of Israel, They have turned away from Him.
Where will you be stricken again, As you continue in your rebellion? The whole head is
sick And the whole heart is faint. From the sole of the foot even to the head There is
nothing sound in it, Only bruises, welts and raw wounds, Not pressed out or bandaged,
Nor softened with oil.” (Isaiah 1:4-6)

During a time of Israel’s greatest apostasy, during the reign of King Ahab and Jezebel
God sent the prophet Elijah in this time when few Israelites worshiped God but the false
god of Baal. Elijah was called by God to bring the Israelites back to God’s law and on
Mount Carmel he prayed, "Answer me, O LORD, answer me, that this people may know
that You, O LORD, are God, and that You have turned their heart back again." (1 Kings
18:37)

Returning to God means to return to His Torah, His teaching, His word. As the prophet
Malachi had spoke, “Remember the law of Moses My servant, even the statutes and
ordinances which | commanded him in Horeb for all Israel.” (Malachi 4:4) Repentance
and returning to God’s teaching is just as relevant today.

To the priest and ministers of Malachi’s day he spoke against the filthy way in which God’s
Holy days were observed. "Behold, | am going to rebuke your offspring, and | will spread
refuse on your faces, the refuse of your feasts; and you will be taken away with it.”
(Malachi2:3) These words of the prophet Malachi are fitting for the priest and ministers of
our day as well. "But as for you, you have turned aside from the way; you have caused
many to stumble by the instruction; you have corrupted the covenant of Levi," says the
LORD of hosts. "So | also have made you despised and abased before all the people,
just as you are not keeping My ways but are showing partiality in the instruction.” (Malachi
2:8-9)

Turning away from God’s law, His instructions, which are written in the first five books of
the bible, the Torah is present day apostasy.

Paul, the apostle, warned in the “End of Days” there would be great apostasy, at the end
of the world order. Paul wrote, Let no one in any way deceive you, for it will not come
unless the apostasy comes first, and the man of lawlessness is revealed, the son of
destruction. (2 Thessalonians 2:3) Thayers Lexicon states that apostasy is “a falling away,
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defection, apostasy.” Apostasy then is akin to spiritual “divorce,” “repudiation” of the
former truth and relationship. The World Wide Church of God is an example of this in that
they repudiated the Biblical teachings of Herbert W. Armstrong and returned to a worldly
facade of Christianity.

Much of the Christian professing world today has fallen away from the truth of the Torah
of God. They have rejected the Torah calling it obsolete and, therefore, much of the
professing Christian world has apostatized, and fallen away. They have forsaken the
Torah of God.

Jesus Himself said in Matthew 19:17 “Why are you asking Me about what is good? There
is only One who is good; but if you wish to enter into life, keep the commandments.” Jesus
told His disciples, “Do not think that | came to abolish the Law or the Prophets; | did not
come to abolish but to fulfill. For truly | say to you, until heaven and earth pass away, not
the smallest letter or stroke shall pass from the Law until all is accomplished.”

Jesus came to magnify the Law of God, which is eternal. The Pharisees had fallen of
track with the meaning and purpose of the law. Jesus had come to give the Law new life.
Isaiah prophesized about the Messiah, “The Lord was pleased for His righteousness’
sake To make the law great and glorious.” (Isaiah 42:21) The author of the book of
Hebrews declared, “Jesus Christ is the same yesterday and today and forever.” God’s
Law never changes and He never changes. Jesus is the very Personification of the Torah,
the Law of God.

The Law of God, the Torah, are written in the scriptures found in the bible as Paul stated,
“All Scripture is inspired by God and profitable for teaching, for reproof, for correction, for
training in righteousness.” Jesus said that we must live by every word of God. (Luke 4:4)

It would be hard to support an argument that the Law of God, the teachings of God, are
bad, harsh, abolished, done away with. The Law of God is just and written in God’s
righteousness how could they be abolished, how could they be nailed to the cross? It is
Christ who was nailed to the cross, not the Law of God. God said in Deuteronomy, “You
shall not add to the word which | am commanding you, nor take away from it, that you
may keep the commandments of the Lord your God which | command you.” God has not
abolished the Law, He commands that every one of us internalizes and eternalizes His
Torah into every fiber of our hearts, mind and soul.

God’s Law is the way of life. Solomon wrote, “The conclusion, when all has been heard,
is: fear God and keep His commandments, because this applies to every person.”
(Ecclesiastes 12:13) Also David said, “The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom; A
good understanding have all those who do His commandments; His praise endures
forever.” The wise will keep God’s Law for it is “a tree of life to those who take hold of her,
And happy are all who hold her fast.” God’s Law and His Word is “life to those who find
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them And health to all their body.” Keeping God’s Law and obeying His commandments
is the way to prosperity and the abundant life of blessings. Don’t let anyone lead you
otherwise.

The purpose and meaning of God’s Law is summed up by Moses in Deuteronomy 30:9-
20. It is our choice for a good life. “Then the Lord your God will prosper you abundantly
in all the work of your hand, in the offspring of your body and in the offspring of your cattle
and in the produce of your ground, for the Lord will again rejoice over you for good, just
as He rejoiced over your fathers; if you obey the Lord your God to keep His
commandments and His statutes which are written in this book of the law, if you turn to
the Lord your God with all your heart and soul. “For this commandment which | command
you today is not too difficult for you, nor is it out of reach. It is not in heaven, that you
should say, ‘Who will go up to heaven for us to get it for us and make us hear it, that we
may observe it?’ Nor is it beyond the sea, that you should say, ‘Who will cross the sea for
us to get it for us and make us hear it, that we may observe it?’ But the word is very near
you, in your mouth and in your heart, that you may observe it. “See, | have set before you
today life and prosperity, and death and adversity; in that | command you today to love
the Lord your God, to walk in His ways and to keep His commandments and His statutes
and His judgments, that you may live and multiply, and that the Lord your God may bless
you in the land where you are entering to possess it. But if your heart turns away and you
will not obey, but are drawn away and worship other gods and serve them, | declare to
you today that you shall surely perish. You will not prolong your days in the land where
you are crossing the Jordan to enter and possess it. | call heaven and earth to witness
against you today, that | have set before you life and death, the blessing and the curse.
So choose life in order that you may live, you and your descendants, by loving the Lord
your God, by obeying His voice, and by holding fast to Him; for this is your life and the
length of your days, that you may live in the land which the Lord swore to your fathers, to
Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, to give them.”

John wrote in his first letter, “For this is the love of God that we keep His commandments;
and His commandments are not burdensome. For whatever is born of God overcomes
the world; and this is the victory that has overcome the world—our faith.” (1John 5:3-4)

As we look at the Law of Moses keep in your mind this commandment known as the
Shema. “Hear, O Israel! The Lord is our God, the Lord is one! You shall love the Lord
your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your might.” (Deuteronomy
6:4-5)
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The Ten Commandments

Exodus 20:3-17
“You shall have no other gods before Me.
“You shall not make for yourself an idol, or any likeness of what is in heaven above
or on the earth beneath or in the water under the earth. You shall not worship them
or serve them; for I, the Lord your God, am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the
fathers on the children, on the third and the fourth generations of those who hate Me,
but showing loving kindness to thousands, to those who love Me and keep My
commandments.
“You shall not take the name of the Lord your God in vain, for the Lord will not leave
him unpunished who takes His name in vain.
“Remember the Sabbath day, to keep it holy. Six days you shall labor and do all your
work, but the seventh day is a Sabbath of the Lord your God; in it you shall not do
any work, you or your son or your daughter, your male or your female servant or
your cattle or your sojourner who stays with you. For in six days the Lord made the
heavens and the earth, the sea and all that is in them, and rested on the seventh day;
therefore the Lord blessed the Sabbath day and made it holy.
“Honor your father and your mother, that your days may be prolonged in the land
which the Lord your God gives you.
“You shall not murder.
“You shall not commit adultery.
“You shall not steal.
“You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor.

. “You shall not covet your neighbor’s house; you shall not covet your neighbor’s wife

or his male servant or his female servant or his ox or his donkey or anything that
belongs to your neighbor.”

Our Lord and Savior, Jesus, the King of Kings and Lord of Lords said:

Matthew 5:17-20 "Do not think that I came to abolish the Law or the
Prophets; I did not come to abolish but to fulfill.”For truly I say to you,
until heaven and earth pass away, not the smallest letter or stroke shall
pass from the Law until all is accomplished. "Whoever then annuls one of
the least of these commandments, and teaches others to do the same,
shall be called least in the kingdom of heaven; but whoever keeps and
teaches them, he shall be called great in the kingdom of heaven. "For I say
to you that unless your righteousness surpasses that of the scribes and
Pharisees, you will not enter the kingdom of heaven.

Law 1
“I am the Lord your God, who brought you out of the land of Egypt, out of
the house of slavery.” (Exodus 20:2 Deuteronomy 5:6)

The first law is to know that God exists. This first commandment is the most basic of all.
Know there is a God. This is the heart of the first commandment that there is a supreme
being that is involved in our daily lives. An essential element of this has been suppressed
by the Rabbis in refusing to acknowledge His name. Our God’s name is Yahweh and our
failure to recognize His name is reflected in every English translation as being addressed
as the Lord. To this point the God who brought the Israelites out of bondage in Egypt is
the One true God is revealed as Yahweh, (I am) The name signifies His true eternal, self-
existent nature. Yahweh'’s plan of salvation goes beyond Israel, as all of us can be brought
out of the house of bondage. All one needs to do is accept His free gift of salvation.
Yahweh is not only the Creator, He is our Emancipator. Knowing that God exist but not
knowing Him by His personal name takes all the life out of His commandments. As James
put it in his letter in 2:19, “You believe that God is one. You do well; the demons also
believe, and shudder.” Most admit there is a God but it is better to know Him personally
by His name, Yahweh.

Another important aspect is to know what our God, Yahweh, wants us to do. “This is the
work of God that you believe in Him whom He has sent.” (John 6:28-29) Again, it's not
just acquiescence to the fact of His existence, but a trusting belief, a personal relationship.
A child may be aware that his friend’s father exists, but he believes in his own father.

Law 2
"You shall have no other gods before Me. (Exodus 20:3)

Do not entertain thoughts of other gods besides Yahweh. The whole point of God
identifying Himself as Yahweh was to point to the truth that He is the one and only God
we should worship. The Israelites were going to The Promised Land, Canaan where the
people there worshiped idols. There chief god was Baal, an idol that they bowed down to.
Baal translated means “the Lord.” People have a tendency to worship only things they
can see with the senses. They do not know our Lord because He is not within them and
therefore they are distracted by the things of this world. They put their faith in that which
they can see. But we know Him because He lives in and through us in the spirit. (John
14:17)

The world has a mighty attraction to us and we must not allow ourselves to fall in to the
trap as the young rich ruler. He could not give up that which he had in the world for the
greater blessing of the next world in the Kingdom of God. (Matthew 19:21) The
possessions of this world that he had were to him a greater god than Yahweh who
promises so much more. The truth is that anything we place before God is an idol, or
other god before Him. Our commitment to Yahweh is first and all the other things will be
added to us. (Matthew 6:33) Put nothing ahead of Him!

Law 3
You shall not curse God, nor curse a ruler of your people. (Exodus 22:28)

Do not blaspheme. We are not to curse God and we are not to curse our rulers. This law
comes with a penalty with our disobedience. “You shall speak to the sons of Israel, saying,
'If anyone curses his God, then he will bear his sin.’Moreover, the one who blasphemes
the name of the LORD shall surely be put to death; all the congregation shall certainly
stone him. The alien as well as the native, when he blasphemes the Name, shall be put
to death.” (Leviticus 24:15-16)

One who thinks lightly of God or believes God to be a trivial matter for concern is in fact
committing blaspheme. To deny God His revealed glory in the creation around us and His
grace that He has shown towards us will leave us to bear our own sin. Our lack of proper
reverence will become a heavy burden to bear throughout our life. If we do not repent and
turn towards God, then we forfeit our peace, joy, happiness, and freedom. We live not
only in the curse of this world but shall bear the wage for our sins. This promise comes
from our Savior and Lord Jesus. "Come to Me, all who are weary and heavy-laden, and |
will give you rest."Take My yoke upon you and learn from Me, for | am gentle and humble
in heart, and you will find rest for your souls. "For My yoke is easy and My burden is light."
(Matthew 11:28-30) The burden we put down when we follow Jesus is our sin. Sin is the
lawlessness that separates us from God. Our sin has come between us and God and it
is only through Jesus that our relationship with God can be restored. “Jesus said to him,
"I am the way, and the truth, and the life; no one comes to the Father but through Me.”
(John 14:6)

In contrast if we openly speak out against Yahweh we bear the greater penalty of death.
The Israelite congregation was to stone them to death but that penalty cannot be melted
out today. But the message is clear. Those who speak falsely of and twist the truth of
God’s Word will surely face destruction. We must remember to look not only to the
physical but also the spiritual penalties of such action. (2 Peter 2:1) Our personal unbelief
will lead us down a path of destruction but openly testifying against God will hurt others
and Yahweh despises this.
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Law 4
“You shall not profane My holy name, but I will be sanctified among the
sons of Israel; I am the LORD who sanctifies you,” (Leviticus 22:32)

Sanctify Yahweh’s Name. There is an exchange of a word here that gets lost in English.
“Hallow” and “Sanctify” use the same word in the Hebrew translation. The meaning is to
be clean, or to observe as clean either ceremonially or morally, to appoint, consecrate,
dedicate, hallow; to be or keep holy, prepare, proclaim, purify, or sanctify. God first set
the Israelites apart from the world as His chosen people. He did this for His purpose that
all nations of men might be redeemed through the sacrifice of His Messiah. Through His
Messiah all the world can receive salvation. Today we who follow Jesus have been
sanctified by a sanctified God. Therefore, it is essential that we sanctify God. Yahweh is
not one God among many gods, He is the sole deity of the universe. God is Yahweh, |
AM. (Exodus 3:14)

Law 5

"So you shall keep My commandments, and do them; I am the LORD.”You
shall not profane My holy name, but I will be sanctified among the sons
of Israel; I am the LORD who sanctifies you,” (Leviticus 22:31-32)

Do not profane Yahweh’s Name. This Law at first may seen as the same as Law 4 stated
in a negative sense. The Israelite Rabbis twisted this to say in effect, “You shall not use
Yahweh'’s holy name for fear of profaning it.” This would be not using something for fear
of abusing it. Their interpretation hurt Judaism because what is their religious belief
without Yahweh?

We need to look at a few words and their meaning to get the full import of this verse. The
Hebrew word for name is Shem. The definition of which is “an appellation, as a mark or
memorial of individuality; by implication honor, authority, character—name, renown, or
report.” Here the use of name is what we are called but in this context it also implies your
reputation; it reflects your character. The name Yahweh speaks not of being our Lord or
owner, but of being eternally existent. Yahweh means “I AM,” a more magnificent concept.
In this interpretation when we replace the name Yahweh with Lord we are automatically
profaning His name.

The Hebrew word for profane is Chalal and means, “properly to bore, that is, by
implication, to wound, to dissolve; figuratively to profane a person, place or thing, to break
one’s word, defile, pollute, prostitute, slay, sorrow, stain, or wound.” When we hold the
name of Yahweh and His character to something common, something that is less than
sacred, we profane His name. by addressing Yahweh by any other name than His sacred
name we defile His shem, His reputation, among our fellow men.
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Therefore, the Jewish Rabbis profaned His name by refusing to acknowledge His
existence by refusing to speak His name. This is exactly what the Law is warning against.
If we, Yahweh'’s chosen people, are to transmit His name to the world, then we cannot
profane His name through our neglect. “And it shall be that everyone who calls on the
name of the Lord will be saved.” (Acts 2:21) His name is Yahweh.

Law 6
“Hear, O Israel! The Yahweh is our God, the Yahweh is one!” (Deuteronomy
6:4)

Know that Yahweh is One. There is but one God and not three Divine Persons. His name
is Yahweh. The Holy Spirit living within us is Yahweh and His Messiah, Jesus of Nazareth
is Yahweh’s physical manifestation. The Hebrew word for one in this verse is echad
meaning “united, alike, alone, altogether, first, one, only, or together.” God is not just
restricted to a single form but is a unity, not a singularity. Then calling the Messiah
‘Immanuel”, “God with us,” is not a problem in Yahweh'’s theology. Jesus and Yahweh
are not separate persons, they are united and together as one deity, Yahweh is one.

Law 7
"You shall love the Yahweh your God with all your heart and with all
your soul and with all your might." (Deuteronomy 6:5)

Love Yahweh. The Bible records a fascinating account of one King of Judah who is said
to have done this, His hame was King David. Read his story in 2 Kings 23. Today the
world would call him a religious extremist, a narrow-minded, intolerant, and politically
incorrect radical fundamentalist who “turned to Yahweh.” “Before him there was no king
like him who turned to the LORD with all his heart and with all his soul and with all his
might, according to all the Law of Moses; nor did any like him arise after him.” (2 Kings
23:25) With every fiber of David’s being he did all that he could to keep his countrymen
from following the false teachings of his day. According to this Law and commandment
that is what we are supposed to be doing. Jesus identified this as the first and great
commandment. (Matthew 22:36-40) It should be noted that our love for Yahweh is an
outgrowth of our personal relationship with Him. This is not a magic pill to solve the woes
of our trials in this world. David’s fever did not permanently stem the tide of apostasy in
Judah. Our calling is not to force people to behave themselves. We are called to love
Yahweh.

Law 8
"You shall fear only the LORD your God; and you shall worship Him and
swear by His name.” (Deuteronomy 6:13 Deuteronomy 10:20)
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Fear Yahweh. The question in this Law is what does the word fear mean? Does it mean
we are to be afraid of Yahweh or are we to exalt with reverence? Actually it holds both
meanings but leaning to the latter, as having great respect. The Hebrew word used for
fear is yare. Yare means “to fear; morally to revere; causatively to frighten—affright, be
or make afraid, to dread, to be held in reverence.” In Luke 12:5 the Greek word phobeo
is used with the dual connotation.

Yahweh has constantly demonstrated His love towards us and we are also commanded
to love Him. Yahweh does not want a relationship with us built on dread or terror. For this
reason we should naturally lean toward the reverence and respect definitions. There is
more to consider. In the New Testament it is common to refer to Yahweh as the Heavenly
Father. Very few times in the Old Testament is He called father. In Isaiah 9:6 with the
Messiah clearly in view Yahweh is called Father. In Deuteronomy 32:6 Yahweh is referred
to as Father who has ransomed us. If our relationship with Yahweh is conducted by us
as children, then an accurate picture of fear emerges. A Father is big and He is powerful,
He is awesome. The Father uses His power to protect us and to provide for us. It should
be obvious that our Father loves us. The Father has unquestionable authority and as long
as we respect His authority we will see nothing but His good side. But if we defy the Father
He will become angry with us and if we disobey He is surely to punish.

Law 9
“You shall not put the Lord your God to the test, as you tested Him at
Massah.” (Deuteronomy 6:16)

Do not put the word of God to the test. So what happened in Massah? We read in Exodus
17 that a few months after the Israelites had left Egypt they came to Rephidim. At
Rephidim the Israelite people could not find any water to drink and they feared dying of
thirst. The people became a riotous mob and threatened to stone Moses. God instructed
Moses to take some elders and go to a place named Horeb and strike the rock there.
Moses did this and an abundant water supply flowed forth from the rock. Moses named
the place Massah, which means temptation, to commemorate the Israelites lack of faith.

This episode sheds light on what it means to tempt or test Yahweh. First, the Israelites
did not just inform Moses that there was no water. If they had, Moses could have
petitioned Yahweh for them. The people became angry and questioned the motives of
Moses. (Exodus 17:3) The Israelites had no regard that Yahweh had already many times
demonstrated His power on their behalf. Second, this all happened before Moses was
given the Law. So it was not disobedience that tired God. Third, this was a rehearsal for
the crucifixion of Jesus by sticking the rock. (1 Corinthians 10:4) The Israelites came to a
similar situation and Moses was instructed to speak to the rock. But Moses lost his temper
and struck the rock several times. (Numbers 20:7-12) Therefore, Moses displayed the
picture of how we can petition the rock with our prayers for salvation.
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The Hebrew word for tempt is nasah and means to test, try, prove, or assay. At issue
here is our faith. We are not to demand that Yahweh perform for us, to show signs and
wonders because of our unbelief, just to prove that He is there. Jesus flatly stated that
only an “evil and adulterous generation” would ask for such a sign. If we ask in the context
of established belief, it is another matter. As an example we use Gideon’s fleece which
demonstrates a proper attitude. (Judges 6:36-40) Also Yahweh challenges Israel to test
him in tithing, a testing based on trust, not unbelief. (Malachi 3:8-10)

Law 10

“The Lord will establish you as a holy people to Himself, as He swore to
you, if you keep the commandments of the Lord your God and walk in His
ways.” (Deuteronomy 28:9)

Imitate Yahweh’s good and upright ways. Again, as with this Law, the Rabbis have twisted
the words of this law. They have reconstructed the words to say something that fits their
agenda better. Yahweh did not actually say for the people to emulate Him. We are
supposed to be a Godly people not a God-like people. The word walk in Hebrew is halak.
Halak means to go, to come, to walk. The idea of the word is movement, as in a flowing
like a river. The word walk is used metaphorically to speak of the pathways of life as in a
behavioral path. The word can be used in the physical meaning a pathway or road to
follow in ones journey, but it more often refers metaphorically to the pathway of one’s life,
suggesting the pattern of life, whether obedient and righteous or wicked and in darkness.

The pathway we are to follow in life is set before us in God’s word. The example given us
through the scriptural history of Israel is that they were only blessed when they “walked
in His ways.” During the times they did not they were cursed or did not receive His
blessings. Through most of Israel’s history they suffered as a result of their disobedience
to God’s word. It did not have to be that way and it does not have to be that way for us,
we must follow in the pathways of God’s Word, His Law.

Torah

Law 11
“You shall rise up before the gray headed and honor the aged, and you
shall revere your God; I am the LORD.” (Leviticus 19:32)

Honor the old and the wise. The children of Israel did not need this law as honoring the
elders were a part of their culture. Unfortunately in today’s culture we have become youth
orientated it is important for us to notice here that Yahweh connected respect for our
fathers with the respect and honor that we must have for Him. Why do you suppose the
Creator made bringing a child into adulthood such a long process? Why a mother and
father would lead a child through a long nurture-intensive childhood? Yahweh wanted us

to have the same deep relationship that children have with their parents as the model that
we should have with Him. If we see our God only as Lord or Master, we will miss the
loving relationship between a father and son, or between a teacher and pupil. The world
seeks beauty, pleasure; strength, and wealth, wisdom is a hard won commodity and
should be valued above these. The wisdom that our Heavenly Father will give us is a
value greater that the highest understanding of man. (Proverbs 2:1-2)

Law 12

"You shall teach them diligently to your sons and shall talk of them when
you sit in your house and when you walk by the way and when you lie
down and when you rise up." (Deuteronomy 6:7)

Learn the Torah and teach it. Deuteronomy is a series of sermons that Moses gave to the
Israelites before they entered the Promised Land. They are a summation of the Law they
were given while they were wandering in the wilderness. This law is an admonition
following the fundamental laws of know that God is One, (Law 6) and to love Him. (Law
7) Moses is telling the Israelites that God’s Word is not to be an inconvenient interruption
to their daily lives. That His Word is not something to be practiced only on Sabbaths and
holidays. The Word of God is to become the fabric of their existence, their way of life.
God’s Word is as much a part of our life as the air we breathe, it is to be discussed, taught,
and meditated upon. We are to teach our children God’s Word and Laws and not leave it
to others and to demonstrate its fullness by the way we live our lives.

Law 13
"You shall fear the LORD your God; you shall serve Him and cling to Him,
and you shall swear by His name.” (Deuteronomy 10:20)

Cleave to Yahweh. Some have interpreted this to mean and say to cleave to those who
know Him. The Talmud, believe it or not, states that cleaving to scholars is equivalent to
cleaving to God. (The Talmud is a central text of Rabbinic Judaism.) We are instructed
against such an interpretation in Mark 7:6-9. The Hebrew word for cleave is dabaq and
carries the meaning “to cling to, join with, stay with. It is used of something sticking to or
clinging to something else. It depicts relationships created as an act of joining together,
to follow.” The intention is that we are to cleave to our God as if our life depends upon it,
as it does. Our life is to follow Him where ever he leads us. An admonition to remember
in our daily walk with Him is found in Hebrews 10:24-25. “And let us consider how to
stimulate one another to love and good deeds, not forsaking our own assembling
together, as is the habit of some, but encouraging one another; and all the more as you
see the day drawing near.” If we are all together clinging to Yahweh, then we will all be
together.
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"If a prophet or a dreamer of dreams arises among you and gives you a
sign or a wonder, and the sign or the wonder comes true, concerning which
he spoke to you, saying, Let us go after other gods (whom you have not
known) and let us serve them,' you shall not listen to the words of that
prophet or that dreamer of dreams; for the LORD your God is testing you
to find out if you love the LORD your God with all your heart and with all
your soul.” (Deuteronomy 13:1-3)

Do not add to the commandments of the Torah, whether in the Written Law or in its
interpretation received by tradition. We are not to add commandments to the Law of God.
Such as the Talmud, or interpretations received by traditions, as in the Oral Law. (the
Mishna) the penalty of doing this is found in verse Deuteronomy 13:5 "But that prophet or
that dreamer of dreams shall be put to death, because he has counseled rebellion against
the LORD your God who brought you from the land of Egypt and redeemed you from the
house of slavery, to seduce you from the way in which the LORD your God commanded
you to walk. So you shall purge the evil from among you." The Israelites should have
stoned the Rabbis who took it upon themselves to consider their interpretations and
additions to God’s Law as equal or greater weight than God’s

"If a prophet or a dreamer of dreams arises among you and gives you a
sign or a wonder, and the sign or the wonder comes true, concerning which
he spoke to you, saying, Let us go after other gods (whom you have not
known) and let us serve them,' you shall not listen to the words of that
prophet or that dreamer of dreams; for the LORD your God is testing you
to find out if you love the LORD your God with all your heart and with all
your soul.” (Deuteronomy 13:1-3)

Do not take away from the commandments of the Torah. This law is the converse of law
14. Jesus gave is a good example how the Pharisees did exactly that which this law
speaks against in Mark 7:9-13, "He was also saying to them, "You are experts at setting
aside the commandment of God in order to keep your tradition. "For Moses said, 'Honor
your father and your mother'; and, 'He who speaks evil of father or mother, is to be put to
death’; but you say, 'If a man says to his father or his mother, whatever | have that would
help you is Corban (that is to say, given to God),' you no longer permit him to do anything
for his father or his mother; thus invalidating the word of God by your tradition which you
have handed down; and you do many things such as that.” We have to read between the
lines here to see that the Rabbis had devised a plan to preserve their wealth. It was a
scheme to legally allow then to shirk their responsibility to their families. This was in direct
defiance of the spirit of the Law. The prophet spoke in respect to this practice in (Hosea
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4:6) “My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge. Because you have rejected
knowledge, | also will reject you from being My priest. Since you have forgotten the law
of your God, | also will forget your children.” His words were written to people who thought
by keeping their own traditions they were observing the Law of their God.

Law 16

"Now therefore, write this song for yourselves, and teach it to the sons of
Israel; put it on their lips, so that this song may be a witness for Me
against the sons of Israel.” (Deuteronomy 31:19)

Every person shall write a scroll of the Torah for himself. The Rabbis again have seen
something that is not there and thereby adding to the Law. As mentioned before the book
of Deuteronomy is a book of sermons written by Moses to the Israelite people, and Moses
had preached them. Moses had written these words down for the posterity of the Israelite
nation. Moses’ obedience to Yahweh is recorded in verses 9, 22, and 24. Yahweh uses
the plural pronoun “yourselves” because Moses is about to die: Joshua’s role is in view.
Yahweh was instructing Moses and Joshua to write these words down. The written words
of Moses and Joshua were recorded to remind the Israelites that they had been instructed
to cleave to Yahweh. "Then it shall come about, when many evils and troubles have come
upon them, that this song will testify before them as a witness (for it shall not be forgotten
from the lips of their descendants); for | know their intent which they are developing today,
before | have brought them into the land which | swore." (Deuteronomy 31:21)

It may seem right in our thinking that the Israelite people should write down the Law of
God for themselves. We must remember that the Israelites had been wandering around
in the wilderness for forty years and had been slaves in Egypt prior to that. The majority
of them were semiliterate at best and illiterate at worst. Yahweh had commanded Moses
to select seventy officers from the elders of Israel and their officers to be shorter scribes.
(Numbers 11:16) The last thing Yahweh would have wanted was for thousands of
incorrect copies of His Law floating around the nation. His words are precise, and Paleo-
Hebrew was not the simplest language ever invented.

Signs and Symbols
In order to bring out the deeper truths of what Yahweh was teaching the Israelite people
He would use signs and wonders. In a respect the Law of God is a symbolic of something
far greater than what appears on the surface. One way or another, it all points to the
coming Messiah in the role of our redeemer. The religious leaders of Jesus’ day could not
see this. “The Pharisees and Sadducees came up, and testing Jesus, they asked Him to
show them a sign from heaven. But He replied to them, "When it is evening, you say, "It
will be fair weather, for the sky is red.' "And in the morning, "There will be a storm today,
for the sky is red and threatening." Do you know how to discern the appearance of the
sky, but cannot discern the signs of the times? "An evil and adulterous generation seeks
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after a sign; and a sign will not be given it, except the sign of Jonah." And He left them
and went away.” (Matthew 6:1-4) The Torah, written by Moses, had pointed to Jesus, but
the religious leaders, being evil and faithless, couldn’t comprehend the signs that God
had already given them. Jesus said that He would offer them only one more sign, that of
the Prophet Jonah. Three days in the earth and on the third day resurrecting form the
dead.

“And the disciples came to the other side of the sea, but they had forgotten to bring any
bread. And Jesus said to them, "Watch out and beware of the leaven of the Pharisees
and Sadducees." They began to discuss this among themselves, saying, "He said that
because we did not bring any bread." But Jesus, aware of this, said, "You men of little
faith, why do you discuss among yourselves that you have no bread?” Do you not yet
understand or remember the five loaves of the five thousand, and how many baskets full
you picked up? "Or the seven loaves of the four thousand, and how many large baskets
full you picked up?”How is it that you do not understand that | did not speak to you
concerning bread? But beware of the leaven of the Pharisees and Sadducees." Then they
understood that He did not say to beware of the leaven of bread, but of the teaching of
the Pharisees and Sadducees.” (Matthew 6:5-12) Using the example of leaven or yeast
as representing sin, Jesus’ disciples had been given the nature of the Pharisees false
teaching. The Pharisees and Sadducees had already rejected the signs that Yahweh had
given them.

We will now look at these sign and discover the lesson that Yahweh is teaching us.

Law 17

“Then the LORD spoke to Moses, saying, "Speak to the sons of Israel,
saying: 'When a woman gives birth and bears a male child, then she shall
be unclean for seven days, as in the days of her menstruation she shall be
unclean. 'On the eighth day the flesh of his foreskin shall be circumcised.”
(Leviticus 12:1-3)

Circumcise your male offspring. It is astounding that the eight day rule show how the
Creator knows how the human body is made. The blood’s clotting mechanism for an infant
doesn’t fully stabilize until the eighth day after birth. The question becomes why would
God require an alteration to the male human body? An urologist will tell you that the male
penis was flawlessly, even ingeniously designed to begin with. Some will say that there
are hygienic advantages to circumcision, but we do not have conclusive evidence to that.

The answer may be in looking at the words uses. The word used for circumcision is namal,
which means, "to become clipped; to be cut down or off." There is a different word use
for being circumcised. That word is mul. Mul means, "A verb meaning to cut short, to cut
off. To circumcise the heart’ was to remove the hardness of heart and to love God. Used
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in the causative sense, the verb gives the meaning to cut off, to destroy.” More insight is
given to us when we look at the alternative. The word for uncircumcised is arel. Arel
means "to consider uncircumcised, forbidden, to be exposed. It indicates setting aside or
apart as not available for regular use." The practice of being circumcised then becomes
a barrier to sin that separates us from God has been removed, cut off, destroyed, a
process that involved blood and pain, but one that made us available for God’s use.

Paul alludes to this quintessential sign of God’s covenant with man. “And in Him you were
also circumcised with a circumcision made without hands, in the removal of the body of
the flesh by the circumcision of Christ; having been buried with Him in baptism, in which
you were also raised up with Him through faith in the working of God, who raised Him
from the dead. When you were dead in your transgressions and the uncircumcision of
your flesh, He made you alive together with Him, having forgiven us all our transgressions,
having canceled out the certificate of debt consisting of decrees against us, which was
hostile to us; and He has taken it out of the way, having nailed it to the cross. When He
had disarmed the rulers and authorities, He made a public display of them, having
triumphed over them through Him.” (Colossians 2:11-15)

We should also note that a physical circumcision is not reversible; you cannot replace
that which has been cut off. This is also true with spiritual circumcision. When our sins
are removed by the atoning power of Jesus’ blood our future sins can neither become a
part of us. The past sinful nature cannot be restored. This is the argument for our eternal
security, once saved always saved. The significant question becomes: are you indeed
mul, or are you arel and faking it? Only you and Yahweh know.

Circumcision was the sign for the Jewish nation as they were the chosen people of God
and set a part for Him. We are plainly told in Acts 15 that the Gentile world is not required
to become Jews or to keep this law of the Torah. The gentile world has received their
spiritual circumcision through Jesus Christ. As we travel through the Torah we will see
this time and time again that the Jews were set a part to bear the signs of Yahweh’s
redemption throughout the generations. Through the Jews rehearsal of the signs, they
are a living testimony of Yahweh's provision of life for all men. The Gentiles, for their part,
are to thankfully comprehend and know what these signs mean, and to bless the Jews
for their part in delivering the message and the Savior to us all.

“The LORD also spoke to Moses, saying, "Speak to the sons of Israel, and
tell them that they shall make for themselves tassels on the corners of
their garments throughout their generations, and that they shall put on
the tassel of each corner a cord of blue. "It shall be a tassel for you to look
at and remember all the commandments of the LORD, so as to do them
and not follow after your own heart and your own eyes, after which you
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played the harlot, so that you may remember to do all My commandments
and be holy to your God. "I am the LORD your God who brought you out
Jrom the land of Egypt to be your God; I am the LORD your God." (Numbers
15:37-41)

Put tsitzit on the corners of your clothing. The word tsitzit is our word for tassels. The
children of Israel were to wear tsitzit on the corners of their clothing as a sign that they
were God'’s chosen a sign that only they were to bear. The purpose of the tsitzit was to
remind the Israelites of God’s Law. People often fall into temptation and the tsitzits would
remind them of God’s presence. The Israelite people were not to be tempted to take
Yahweh lightly. (Law 3) With blue thread they were to attach these tsitzits on the corners
of their garments so that when they see them they would be reminded of Yahweh'’s
precepts.

Why the color blue. There was not much in the manmade world that was colorful. The
greens of nature were not stable for use as a dye. Red pigment was made from iron oxide,
a rusty brown, and crimson was made from crushed crimson grubs and not a very vibrant
color. At a price blue was doable. The cerulean mussel, the murex, yielded a blue or
purple dye that was indelible and relatively bright. Blue and purple were both descriptive
of a single ill defined color derived from this source. Harvesting and processing the
substance was a difficult and expensive proposition, however thus for millennia purple
was considered the color of royalty, who were the only people who could afford to wear
it. The single blue thread was a symbol of Yahweh whose costly royal sacrifice would be
required to purchase our salvation.

Jesus, being a Jew, wore these tsitzit on the fringes of His garment. “For he had an only
daughter, about twelve years old, and she was dying. But as He went, the crowds were
pressing against Him. And a woman who had a hemorrhage for twelve years, and could
not be healed by anyone, came up behind Him and touched the fringe of His cloak, and
immediately her hemorrhage stopped. And Jesus said, “Who is the one who touched
Me?” And while they were all denying it, Peter said, “Master, the people are crowding and
pressing in on You.” (Luke 8:42-45 42) The woman had touched Jesus’ Tsitzit and He
asked who had touched Him, not His garment but Him. The blue thread, as we have
learned, was symbolic of the Messiah. After she was healed Jesus said, “Your faith has
made you well. Go in peace.” It was not just your body it was her spirit that had been
made whole.

Law 19

“These words, which I am commanding you today, shall be on your heart.
You shall teach them diligently to your sons and shall talk of them when
you sit in your house and when you walk by the way and when you lie
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down and when you rise up. You shall bind them as a sign on your hand
and they shall be as frontals on your forehead.” (Deuteronomy 6:6-8)

Tefillin also called phylacteries meaning "to guard, protect” are a set of small black leather
boxes containing scrolls of parchment inscribed with verses from the Torah, which are
worn by observant Jews during weekday morning prayers. Although "tefillin" is technically
the plural form (the singular being "tefillah™), it is loosely used as a singular as well. The
hand-tefillin, or shel yad, are placed on the upper arm, and the strap wrapped around the
arm, hand and fingers; while the head-tefillin, or shel rosh, is placed above the forehead.
The Torah commands that they should be worn to serve as a "sign" and "remembrance”
that God brought the children of Israel out of Egypt.

Bind tefillin on the head. The Rabbis twisted this directive into strapping a leather pouch
on the forehead that contained a small piece of parchment, upon which was written a little
scripture. This would be the same as trying to learn the text of a book with the book
beneath the pillow as you slept at night. Jesus, of course, perceived their motives. “Then
Jesus spoke to the crowds and to His disciples, saying: “The scribes and the Pharisees
have seated themselves in the chair of Moses; therefore all that they tell you, do and
observe, but do not do according to their deeds; for they say things and do not do them.
They tie up heavy burdens and lay them on men’s shoulders, but they themselves are
unwilling to move them with so much as a finger. But they do all their deeds to be noticed
by men; for they broaden their phylacteries and lengthen the tassels of their garments.”
(Matthew 23:1-5) The idea is that of an amulet, which is precisely how the Pharisees
thought of the tefillin.

This was not the idea Yahweh had in mind. He wanted them to put the word in their head,
not on them. “Frontlets between the eyes,” is an interesting phrase. The function of the
frontal lobe of the brain controls our emotions and personality, motor function, problem
solving, spontaneity, memory, language, initiation, judgment, impulse control, and social
and sexual behavior. All that which is surrendered to the will of Yahweh in the life of a
spirit filled believer.

“These words, which I am commanding you today, shall be on your heart.
You shall teach them diligently to your sons and shall talk of them when
you sit in your house and when you walk by the way and when you lie
down and when you rise up. You shall bind them as a sign on your hand
and they shall be as frontals on your forehead.” (Deuteronomy 6:6-8)

Bind tefillin on the arm. We are seeing the second song to the same verse. Strapping little
leather boxes of Scripture verses to the wrist was not what Moses was talking about. The
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Hebrew word for hand, “yad” metaphorically signifies strength, power, authority, or the
right of possession. What Moses is saying is that the Israelite people must show evidence
of the faith in Him by the way that they live, in the things they own. This evidence show in
their life is a sign of our attitude towards the mind of Yahweh. Along with Law 19 it is clear
that what we think and do must be influenced, directed, and inspired by God’s Word.

Jesus, out of coincidence, kept bit and pieces of the Jewish law in view of the teaching of
the Torah. But the Pharisees with their showy tsitzit and broad tefillin really disturbed Him.
“Then Jesus spoke to the crowds and to His disciples, saying: “The scribes and the
Pharisees have seated themselves in the chair of Moses;” The Pharisees had taken for
themselves the authority of Moses. “Therefore all that they tell you, do and observe, but
do not do according to their deeds; for they say things and do not do them.” The Hebrew
word Practice is ergon meaning that what you do—your business, undertakings,
enterprise, acts, mindset, or thoughts. Jesus was saying to follow the Torah but not to be
weighed down by observing the rabbinical baggage the Pharisees and scribes have to
added to the law. In short Jesus was saying to follow what He did and not to blindly follow
the list of added rules from the Pharisees. (Matthew 23:1-5)

Jesus continued, “But they do all their deeds to be noticed by men; for they broaden their
phylacteries and lengthen the tassels of their garments. They love the place of honor at
banquets and the chief seats in the synagogues, and respectful greetings in the market
places, and being called Rabbi by men.” The word rabbi came to be used for the for the
teachers of the law, but that is not what it really meant. The word rabbi really signified
Mater. Jesus saw right through their arrogance. “But do not be called Rabbi; for One is
your Teacher, and you are all brothers. Do not call anyone on earth your father; for One
is your Father, He who is in heaven. Do not be called leaders; for One is your Leader,
that is, Christ. But the greatest among you shall be your servant. Whoever exalts himself
shall be humbled; and whoever humbles himself shall be exalted. “But woe to you, scribes
and Pharisees, hypocrites, because you shut off the kingdom of heaven from people; for
you do not enter in yourselves, nor do you allow those who are entering to go in. Woe to
you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites, because you devour widows’ houses, and for a
pretense you make long prayers; therefore you will receive greater condemnation. “Woe
to you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites, because you travel around on sea and land to
make one proselyte; and when he becomes one, you make him twice as much a son of
hell as yourselves.” (Matthew 5-15) We are reminded here of the difference of talking God
lightly and blaspheming Him. See Law 3. The pride they showed with their long tsitzits
and broad tefillin showed themselves in their love of being called “teacher,” “father,” and
‘master.”
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Law 21
You shall write them on the doorposts of your house and on your gates.
(Deuteronomy 6:9)

Affix the mezuzah to the doorposts and gates of your house. A mezuzah is a piece of
parchment often contained in a decorative case inscribed with specified Hebrew verses
from the Torah once again the rabbis have twisted what Yahweh has actually said, turning
knowledge and truth into semi-useless religious ritual. The Great Commandment of
Deuteronomy 6:4-5 is called the Shema (“hear”) because it says, “Hear, O Israel: Yahweh
our God, Yahweh is one! You shall love Yahweh your God with all your heart, with all your
soul, and with all your strength.” (See Laws 6&7) These words Israel was to remember at
all time. Placing His word in their hearts, always having His Law on their minds, (see Law
19) and working His law out with their hands. (See Law 20)

We see here that God’s words were to also be openly displayed on their doorpost of their
homes and in public places as well. There was to be a constant evidence of Yahweh'’s
presence among the Israelites in their privet and public lives. Yahweh'’s precepts and
provision were to be acknowledged throughout their day and life.

The doorpost signified two things to the Israelite people. That they would enter the
Promised Land and establish permanent homes, and that they would become a literate
society. They would be able to read and write God’s instructions, something as slaves in
Egypt they were not able to do. Yahweh wants His people to be reminded of Him
everywhere they looked in their daily life.

The rabbis contradicted what Yahweh had said. Instead, the Shema had to be written on
a small piece of parchment in a certain style of script, rolled in a certain way, and placed
in a case called a mezuzah. In reality the doorpost become the mezuzah, a certain
Hebrew initial (the shin) had to be attached in a certain way, placed at a certain angle,
and placed on the doorpost with a certain ceremony called Chanukkat Ha Bayit. All
Yahweh wanted to do was keep His word in front of the people at all times. He wanted
the people to remember that He was their God and they had a covenant relationship with
Him

Shema Yisrael are the first two words of a section of the Torah, and are the title
(sometimes shortened to simply "Shema") of a prayer that serves as a centerpiece of the
morning and evening Jewish prayer services. The first verse encapsulates the
monotheistic essence of Judaism: "Hear, O Israel: the LORD is our God, the LORD
is one,” found in Deuteronomy 6:4. Observant Jews consider the Shema to be the most
important part of the prayer service in Judaism, and its twice-daily recitation as a mitzvah
(religious commandment). It is traditional for Jews to say the Shema as their last words,
and for parents to teach their children to say it before they go to sleep at night.

Tefillah: Prayer

Tefillah is the Hebrew word for prayer and its meaning is to judge one’s self. This word
gives us an insight into the purpose of prayer. It is an important part of any prayer, whether
it is a prayer of petition, thanksgiving, praise to God, or of confession. The introspection
that comes from judging one’s self helps us to see ourselves in relationship to the universe
and our relationship with God. The Yiddish word meaning "pray” is "daven,"” which
ultimately comes from the same Latin root as the English word "divine" and emphasizes
the One to whom prayer is directed.
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Prayer is not something that just happens at church, or only three times daily. Prayer is
an integral part of everyday life. As an example the Birkat Ha-Mazon, is an important
prayer for the Jews. Birkat Ha-Mazon is the blessing of the food or Grace after meals.
(Law 24) This prayer is not recited in their synagogue or for us in church, but after each
meal wherever that meal is taken.

God’s presence in our lives and our relationship with Him comes to full life by our constant
prayers to Him. Our first though in the morning should be a prayer of thankfulness to God
for returning our souls to us. We should pray when enjoying any material blessing, such
as eating or wearing new clothes, we should pray as we are obeying His commandments,
we should offer prayers of praise when we see a rainbow or any of His wonders of
creation, we should be in prayer when tragedy comes upon us or others, in all things good
and bad we should be in prayer, and before we rest for the night we should pray to our
almighty God.

The Need for Prayer

Today many people do not see the need for formal prayer or a regular time for prayer.
They only pray when they are inspired or when it seems meaningful to them. This attitude
overlooks tow important points to praying continually. (1 Thessalonians 5:16-18)

Our purpose of prayer is to increase our awareness of God’s presence in our life and the
role that He plays in our life. If one does not pray except when inspired, or aware of God,
then that person will not increase their awareness of God.

Another important fact is that when we pray we are connecting to the Almighty God, we
want to present our best before Him, even in our prayer life. This comes by practice even
when we do not feel like it. Prayer is the same as sports, playing a musical instrument, or
writing, it requires practice. The sense of humility and awe of God that is essential to
proper prayer does not come easily to modern man, and will not simply come to you when
you feel the need to pray. If one waits till they fell inspired or in want to pray these skills
will not be as effective. Before we pray before almighty God we must be in the proper
frame of mind, we must know how to address Him, and how to express ourselves in a
humble way. These skills are not hit or miss, they must be practiced.

The Mindset for Prayer

Saying the same prayers everyday may seem to become routines and lose their meaning.
This may be true for some people but it is not the intention of prayer. As before said the
introspection of prayer is the most important part that prayer provides. The proper frame
of mind is vital to prayer.

The mindset for prayer is referred to as kavanah, which is generally translated as
"concentration” or "intent." The minimum leave of awareness is to know that one is
speaking to God and the intention is to fulfill the obligation to pray to Him. We must reach
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this minimum level of kavanah otherwise we are not really praying but merely going
through the motions of prayer. We must have a mind free from other thoughts, that we
know and understand what we are praying about and that we think about the meaning of
the prayer.

Traditional Jews routinely sway back and forth during prayer, apparently a reference to
Psalm 35, which says "All my limbs shall declare, 'O Lord, who is like You?” This may be
an aid to some while others it is a distraction. Whichever the case, we must use that which
increases our concentration and focus.

Many see the law of Judaism as a cold and harsh compared to Christianity, the religion
of love and brotherhood. This is an unfair characterization of both Judaism and Jewish
law. Love and kindness have been a part of Judaism sense the very beginning. Jesus
said “love your neighbor as you love yourself.” By saying this Jesus was quoting the
Torah, He was quoting the very book that many say is a group of harsh laws. (Leviticus
19:34 Matthew 19:19)

A large part of the Jewish law is about treating people with love and kindness. The same
law that commands us to eat only certain foods and not to turn on lights on the Sabbath
also commands us to love strangers, to show charity to the poor and needy, and not to
wrong anyone in speech and business.

A book in the Mishnah, an early written compilation of Jewish oral tradition, the basis of
the Talmud, teaches the universe depends on three things. The Torah, the Law of God,
avodah, service to God, and acts of kindness, perhaps drawn from Psalms 89:2.

Commandments of Kindness

The Torah has built within it the blueprint for a just and ethical society. No one is to take
from another, to harm another, or take advantage of another. Everyone is to give to one
another, and help one another, and to protect one another. The means for fulfilling these
ideals is spelled out in the Torah.

In the Ten Commandments we are not to murder. The Torah goes further by saying that
we are to protect one another. We are commanded not to leave a condition that may
cause harm, to manage our homes in ways that will prevent people from being harmed,
and to give aid to a person whose life is in danger. The preservation of life is so important
in the Torah that almost any commandment may be violated to save a life.

The Torah commands us to help people both physically and financially in need. The Torah
commands that we are to help our neighbor in times of need with their burden, help load
or unload his beast. We are to give money to the poor and needy, and not turn those
away empty handed.

We are not to cheat or take advantage of one another. The law regarding business ethics
and practice are extensive. The law regulates the conduct between business and their
customers and the business man and his employees.
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Many books have been written on the subject of wronging a person by our speech. We
are not to lie about a person, not even uncomplimentary things that are true. We are to
be truthful in speech, keep our promises, and not to be deceitful towards one another.

Some think these laws apply only to the Jews but this is not true they also apply to the
Gentiles. Some even apply to the treatment of animals.

Leviticus 25:17 says, "You shall not wrong one another." This has traditionally been
interpreted as wronging a person with speech. It includes any statement that will
embarrass, insult or deceive a person, or cause a person emotional pain or distress.

Here are some commonly-used examples of behavior that is forbidden by this mitzvah:

T

You may not call a person by a derogatory nickname, or by any other embarrassing
name, even if he is used to it.

You may not ask an uneducated person for an opinion on a scholarly matter (that
would draw attention to his lack of knowledge or education).

You may not ask a merchant how much he would sell something for if you have no
intention of buying.

You may not refer someone to another person for assistance when you know the
other person cannot help (in other words, it's a violation of Jewish law to give
someone the run-around!).

You may not deceive a person, even if no harm is done by the deception; for
example, you may not sell non-kosher meat to a non-Jew telling him that it is
kosher, even though no harm is done to the non-Jew by this deception.

You may not sell a person damaged goods without identifying the damage, even
if the price you give is fair for the goods in their damaged condition.

You may not offer a person a gift or invite a person to dinner if you know that the
person will not accept.

You may not compliment a person if you do not mean it.

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Traditionally the Jewish people give ten percent of their income towards charity.
Traditionally Jewish homes have a box that they put their change in and give to the needy.
Jewish youths will go from door to door colleting for worthy causes to help the needy. A
mourner in prayer will make a statement that he will make a contribution to a charity in
remembrance of the deceased. Charitable contributions have taken the place of animal
sacrifice in Jewish tradition, giving to charity is almost instinctive in the Jewish way of life.
It is their response to express thanks to God, to ask forgiveness of God, or to request a
favor from God. It is thought that the beggar is actually doing a favor to the giver by
offering an opportunity for him to perform tzedakah.

The Hebrew word “tzedakah” means acts that we call charity. In English that would mean
giving aid, assistance and money to the poor and needy. The nature of tzedakah is very
different from the idea of charity. The word "charity" suggests benevolence and
generosity, a magnanimous act by the wealthy and powerful for the benefit of the poor
and needy. In Judaism, giving to the poor is not viewed as a generous, magnanimous
act; it is simply an act of justice and righteousness, the performance of a duty, giving the
poor their due.

Giving to the poor and needy is an obligation that cannot be forsaken even by those who
are themselves in need. Taxes that we pay are not to be considered as our share in
providing to the poor and needy. We all should give according to our ability but we must
not give so much that we ourselves become a public burden.

Our obligation to perform charitable giving can be fulfilled by giving money to the poor, to
health care institutions, to churches or to educational institutions. Charity is also providing
for your children beyond the adult age and to your parents in their old age.

We also have an obligation to not place ourselves in need of charity. We are to work for
our support even if we think it beneath our dignity. However, if we are truly in need, and
have to way to support ourselves, we should not be embarrassed to accept charity.

Certain kinds of tzedakah are considered more meritorious than others. The levels of
charity, from the least meritorious to the most meritorious, are:

Giving begrudgingly

Giving less that you should, but giving it cheerfully.

The purpose of the joining of a man and a woman is not solely for procreation. It is true
that intimacy and sexual relationship is a primary purpose for marriage but a noted in
Genesis 2:18 “It is not good for the man to be alone” marriage is also for the need of
companionship. The man is to be a husband to his wife providing her with food, clothing,
and livelihood. (Exodus 21:10)

According to the Law the position of the man and the woman are unequal in regards to
obtaining a divorce. Only the husband can initiate a divorce, and the wife cannot prevent
him from divorcing her. As a protection to a woman a court can force a man to divorce his
wife if he neglects his marital duties. If the husband does not provide food, clothing, sexual
relations and her livelihood, then the court can force him to divorce his wife. There is an
unsolved problem to this if the husband deserts his wife or disappears without a body to
prove his death to resolve the marriage.

Definitions

Shabbat or Shabbos is the Jewish day of rest and seventh day of the week, on which
Jews remember the traditional creation of the heavens and the earth in six days and the
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Exodus of the Hebrews, and look forward to a future Messianic Age. Shabbat observance
entails refraining from work activities, often with great rigor, and engaging in restful
activities to honor the day. The longstanding traditional Jewish position is that unbroken
seventh-day Shabbat originated among the Jewish people, as their first and most sacred
institution, though some suggest an obscure later, naturalistic origin. Variations upon
Shabbat are widespread in Judaism and, with adaptations, throughout the Abrahamic and
many other religions.

Chametz, also Chometz, Hametz and other spellings transliterated from Hebrew, are
leavened foods that are forbidden on the Jewish holiday of Passover. According to Jewish
law, Jews may not own, eat or benefit from chametz during Passover. This law appears
several times in the Torah; the punishment for eating chametz on Passover is the divine
punishment of kareth ("spiritual excision"), one of the severest levels of punishment in
Judaism.

Shavuot, in Ashkenazi usage; Shavu oth in Classical and Mizrahi Hebrew, known as the
Feast of Weeks in English and as Pentecost in Greek, is a Jewish holiday that occurs on
the sixth day of the Hebrew month of Sivan (late May or early June). Shavuot
commemorates the anniversary of the day God gave the Torah to the entire nation of
Israel assembled at Mount Sinai, although the association between the giving of the Torah
(Matan Torah) and Shavuot is not explicit in the Biblical text. The holiday is one of the
Shalosh Regalim, the three Biblical pilgrimage festivals. It marks the conclusion of the
Counting of the Omer. The date of Shavuot is directly linked to that of Passover. The
Torah mandates the seven-week Counting of the Omer, beginning on the second day of
Passover and immediately followed by Shavuot. This counting of days and weeks is
understood to express anticipation and desire for the Giving of the Torah. On Passover,
the people of Israel were freed from their enslavement to Pharaoh; on Shavuot they were
given the Torah and became a nation committed to serving God.

Rosh Hashanah, literally "head of the year", is the Jewish New Year. It is the first of the
High Holy Days or Yamim Nora'im ("Days of Awe") which usually occur in the early
autumn of the Northern Hemisphere. Rosh Hashanah is a two day celebration which
begins on the first day of Tishrei, the first month of the Jewish calendar. The day is
believed to be the anniversary of the creation of Adam and Eve, the first man and woman,
and their first actions toward the realization of mankind’s role in God’s world. Rosh
Hashanah customs include sounding the shofar and eating symbolic foods such as
apples dipped in honey. The common greeting on Rosh Hashanah is "Shanah Tovah",
which, in Hebrew, means "(Have) a good year".

Yom Kippur, also known as Day of Atonement, is the holiest day of the year for the
Jewish people. Its central themes are atonement and repentance. Jewish people
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traditionally observe this holy day with an approximate 25-hour period of fasting and
intensive prayer, often spending most of the day in synagogue services.

Sukkot, Succot or Sukkos, Feast of Booths, Feast of Tabernacles, is a biblical holiday
celebrated on the 15th day of the month of Tishrei (variously from late September to late
October). It is one of the three biblically mandated festivals Shalosh Regalim on which
Hebrews were commanded to make a pilgrimage to the Temple in Jerusalem. It follows
the solemn holiday of Yom Kippur, or the Day of Atonement. The holiday lasts seven days
(eight in the Diaspora). The first day (and second in the Diaspora) is a Sabbath-like yom
tov when work is forbidden, followed by the intermediate Chol Hamoed and Shemini
Atzeret. The Hebrew word sukkoét is the plural of sukkah, "booth or tabernacle", which is
a walled structure covered with schach (plant material such as leafy tree overgrowth or
palm leaves). The sukkah is intended as a reminiscence of the type of fragile dwellings in
which the Israelites dwelt during their 40 years of travel in the desert after the Exodus
from slavery in Egypt. Throughout the holiday, meals are eaten inside the sukkah and
some people sleep there as well. On each day of the holiday, members of the household
recite a blessing over the lulav (closed frond of the date palm tree, bound with boughs
and branches of the willow and myrtle trees) and etrog (yellow citron) (Four species).

Matza or matzah is unleavened bread traditionally eaten by Jews during the week-long
Passover holiday, when eating chametz—bread and other food made with leavened
grain—are forbidden according to Jewish religious law.

Shemini Atzeret is a Jewish holiday. It is celebrated on the 22nd day of the Hebrew
month of Tishrei. In the Diaspora, an additional day is celebrated, the second day being
separately referred to as Simchat Torah. In Israel, as well as in Reform and
Reconstruction Judaism, the holidays of Shemini Atzeret and Simchat Torah are
combined into one and the names are used interchangeably.

Passover, or Pesach, Tiberian is an important Biblically-derived Jewish festival.
Historically, together with Shavuot ("Pentecost") and Sukkot ("Tabernacles"), Passover is
one of the three pilgrimage festivals (Shalosh Regalim) during which the entire population
of the kingdom of Judah made a pilgrimage to the Temple in Jerusalem. Samaritans still
make this pilgrimage to Mount Gerizim, but only men participate in public worship.
Passover commences on the 15th of the Hebrew month of Nisan and lasts for either
seven days (in Israel) or eight days (in the Diaspora). In Judaism, a day commences at
dusk and lasts until the following dusk, thus the first day of Passover only begins after
dusk of the 14th of Nisan and ends at dusk of the 15th day of the month of Nisan. The
rituals unique to the Passover celebrations commence with the Passover Seder when the
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15th of Nisan has begun. In the Northern Hemisphere Passover takes place in spring as
the Torah prescribes it: "in the month of [the] spring". It is one of the most widely observed
Jewish holidays. The Jewish people celebrate Passover as a commemoration of their
liberation over 3,300 years ago by God from slavery in ancient Egypt that was ruled by
the Pharaohs, and their birth as a nation under the leadership of Moses. It commemorates
the story of the Exodus as described in the Hebrew Bible especially in the Book of Exodus,
in which the Israelites were freed from slavery in Egypt.

In the narrative of the Exodus, the Bible tells that God helped the Children of Israel escape
from their slavery in Egypt by inflicting ten plagues upon the ancient Egyptians before the
Pharaoh would release his Israelite slaves; the tenth and worst of the plagues was the
death of the Egyptian first-born. The Israelites were instructed to mark the doorposts of
their homes with the blood of a slaughtered spring lamb and, upon seeing this, the spirit
of the Lord knew to pass over the first-born in these homes, hence the name of the
holiday. There is some debate over where the term is actually derived from. When the
Pharaoh freed the Israelites, it is said that they left in such a hurry that they could not wait
for bread dough to rise (leaven). In commemoration, for the duration of Passover no
leavened bread is eaten, for which reason it is called "The Festival of the Unleavened
Bread". Thus Matzo (flat unleavened bread) is eaten during Passover and it is a symbol
of the holiday.

priest shall look at it. And if the hair
in the bright spot has turned white
and it appears to be deeper than the
skin, it is leprosy; it has broken out in
the burn. Therefore, the priest shall
pronounce him unclean; it is an
infection of leprosy. "But if the priest
looks at it, and indeed, there is no
white hair in the bright spot and it is
no deeper than the skin, but is dim,
then the priest shall isolate him for
seven days; and the priest shall look
at him on the seventh day. If it
spreads farther in the skin, then the
priest shall pronounce him unclean;
it is an infection of leprosy. "But if the
bright spot remains in its place and
has not spread in the skin, but is dim,
it is the swelling from the burn; and
the priest shall pronounce him clean,
for it is only the scar of the
burn.”Now if a man or woman has an
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infection on the head or on the
beard, then the priest shall look at
the infection, and if it appears to be
deeper than the skin and there is thin
yellowish hair in it, then the priest
shall pronounce him unclean; it is a
scale, it is leprosy of the head or of
the beard. "But if the priest looks at
the infection of the scale, and
indeed, it appears to be no deeper
than the skin and there is no black
hair in it, then the priest shall isolate
the person with the scaly infection
for seven days.”On the seventh day
the priest shall look at the infection,
and if the scale has not spread and
no yellowish hair has grown in it, and
the appearance of the scale is no
deeper than the skin, then he shall
shave himself, but he shall not
shave the scale; and the priest shall
isolate the person with the scale
seven more days. "Then on the
seventh day the priest shall look at
the scale, and if the scale has not
spread in the skin and it appears to
be no deeper than the skin, the
priest shall pronounce him clean;

that has broken out on the skin; he
is clean. "Now if a man loses the hair
of his head, he is bald; he is clean.”If
his head becomes bald at the front
and sides, he is bald on the
forehead; he is clean. "But if on the
bald head or the bald forehead,
there occurs a reddish-white
infection, it is leprosy breaking out
on his bald head or on his bald
forehead.”Then the priest shall look
at him; and if the swelling of the
infection is reddish-white on his bald
head or on his bald forehead, like the
appearance of leprosy in the skin of
the body, he is a leprous man, he is
unclean. The priest shall surely
pronounce him unclean; his infection
is on his head.

"If, however, the mark breaks
out again in the house after he has
torn out the stones and scraped the
house, and after it has been
replastered, then the priest shall
come in and make an inspection. If
he sees that the mark has indeed
spread in the house, it is a malignant
mark in the house; it is unclean.
